v" Must be showing an animal at the Placer County Fair under a 4-H Club and/or FFA
Chapter

v" Must provide a copy of the most recent high school transcript. Unofficial copies will
be accepted with a counselor’s signature. Official High School Transcripts will be
required for selected applicants.

v" Must show proof of acceptance/enrollment to a college, university, trade school, or
military enlistment. Proof of enrollment will be required for selected applicants.

v" Must provide a current resume

v' Must provide 2 letters of recommendation (one must be from someone not involved
in your 4-H and/or FFA program)
